HOT WEATHER 
AFTER TEMPERATURES EXCEED 100 DEGREES FOR TWO DAYS 

 
COLD WEATHER 

WHEN TEMPERATURES DROP BELOW 40 DEGREES FOR ANY DAY 
 

WET WEATHER 
WHEN IT HAS BEEN RAINING FOR TWO DAYS OR IF IT IS RAINING AT THE TIME OF 

CHECK IN 
 
 

1. THE LOBBY IS OPENED DURING THE DAY TO PROVIDE RELIEF FROM THE 
WEATHER. 

2. COLD WATER IS PORVIDED FOR EVERYONE DURING THE DAY IF IT IS A HOT 
WEATHER DAY 

3. THE DORM IS OPENED AT NIGHT FOR THE HOMELESS FAMILIES TO PROVIDE 
SHELTER TO THEM FROM THE HEAT, COLD OR WET WEATHER. 

4. IF OUR BED CAPACITY IS EXCEEDED THEN MATTRESS BEDS ARE PLACED ON 
THE FLOOR
